Use

the 7/16" bolts provided and bolt the end link mounts to the a-

arms, on the top of the strut md
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3. Using the 3/8" hardware, Bolt the sway bar and chassis mounts

to the frame. Then bolt the end links throgh the sway bar to the

end link mounts. Lightly snug the bushings. Lower the vehicle to
the ground & drive it back & forth to settle the suspension.
